maintain the overall feeling of Kamp. Unfortunately, the economic situation has not improved this year.

"The board considered having to make cuts again this year but decided to maintain the current ex-
penses and continue efforts to cover costs. The cash cost based on last year’s financial statement was $278
per camper. This cost is after the $20 registration fee and does not include the cost of training the volun-
teers. Even though the fundraising events have not significantly increased in amounts raised, the board de-
termined that the plan to cover these expenses was reasonable and no individual campers would be cut from
the program.
